ISTOKSOYUZ intends to cover the EECA region in order to fulfil its ambitious objectives on an extensive
geographical scope and similar researchkgacund.

The ISTO¥SOYUZ project targets five EECA countries: Russia, Armenia, Belarus, Ukraine and Kazakhstan
andaddresses four other countridsy its informational campaigruzbekistan, Tajikigh, Turkmenistan and
Kyrgyzstan The project was designedto bring the European and EECA |€®mmunities closer
Nevertheless, there are two other E@hded projects having similar objectives but proposing different
actions.In order to address the ICT field in the EECA region integrally, the EC supportecéhprijects,
highlighting the need for coordination of their activities.

Furthermore, the large geographical scope of the ISBORUZ project implies coordination between the
on-going national and international initiatives in each of the addressed cmstFor this purpose, the local
partners from the ISTOGBOYUZ consortium were charged with the coordination on national level with the
other running projects and actions, concerning the ICT domain.

And last, but not leasiSTOKSOYUZ established collaton with other European initiatives. Thastivity
strengthened the presence of the project on the European ICT related web pages and articles.

The key outcome of th describedask is to creatdinks between ISTOISOYUZ with complementary
¢ either by thematic or by geographical coverage projects, in view of exploiting synergies ,
maximizing impact and contributing to the definition of -operation strategies. This is also aimed at
avoiding the work overlapping.

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The ISTOISOYUZ projeastablished collaboration with other projects not only in the EECA region
but alsoon European levelith other ongoing initiatives and projectsCollaborations were the
result of the meetings with the coordinate and representativesluring international conferences or
events.
