2. The present revised and updated version of the document reports the achievements of the ISTOK-SOYUZ 
activity so far in the project (first 15 months). This work was planned in the initial Awareness Raising and 
Dissemination Plan, for monitoring and planning purpose. 

3. The third version ς Final deliverable - will be produced at the end of the project and provide a summary of 
what was achieved during the project with regard to dissemination. 
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Abstract:  
 
One of the key areas of ISTOK-SOYUZ is disseminating knowledge about ICT R&D collaboration opportunities 
with European Union. In order for the project to be successful, it is important to proactively raise awareness 
about EU ICT programme and benefits of mutual collaboration between European Union in all 12 addressed 
countries of Eastern Europe and Central Asia among the various ICT stakeholders, researchers and specialists 
both in EU and EECA countries.  
 
The Awareness Raising and Dissemination Plan (ARDP) summarises the dissemination activities planned by 
the ISTOK-SOYUZ partners during the project. The deliverable consists of three iterations: the initial version 
(version v1) is a communications strategy for all those partners involved in the dissemination, being the 
guide for all those involved in dissemination. 
 
Local ς country based ARDPs ς have been developed based on the overall initial plan. 
 
This second version of ARDP contains an overview of the dissemination activities carried out in the first 15 
months of the project as well as plans for the remaining months. The third version will be produced at the 
end of the project and provide a summary of what was achieved during the project with regard to 
dissemination. 
 
The purpose of the ARDP is to provide a strategy for using and disseminating knowledge throughout the 
project and to complement what has been already described in the Description of Work (DoW).  
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The ISTOK-SOYUZ Project  
 
The ISTOK-SOYUZ Project is a special support action co-funded by the FP7 ICT programme of the European 
Commission.  
 
The ISTOK-SOYUZ project, based on the sound outcomes and lessons learnt of ISTOK.Ru project www.istok-
ru.eu implemented in Russia in 2006-2008, will expand ISTOK experience to the Eastern Europe & Central 
Asia (below: EECA) countries, identifying and promoting visibility of mutual RTD potential and collaboration 
opportunities.   
 
The 30-month project started on 1 January 2009 and aims to:  
 

¶ promote the EU ICT programme, raise awareness about benefits of mutual collaboration and identify 
ICT landscape and potential for R&D ICT collaboration between European Union and  all 12 
addressed countries of Eastern Europe and Central Asia;  

¶ expand EU-Russian ICT research community to 4 other targeted countries (Ukraine, Belarus, Armenia 
and Kazakhstan) through opening of ISTOK competence platform to these countries and 
implementing pilot actions as well as networking & brokerage events aiming to increase visibility of 
cooperation opportunities;  

¶ provide support to the teams from targeted countries in order to increase number of ICT FP7 
partnerships between researchers from Europe and targeted countries. The project activities will be 
done in collaboration with national stakeholders and other relevant co-operation projects in view of 
exploiting synergies and maximizing impact.   

 
Clustering approach involving two other projects started in parallel with ISTOK-SOYUZ - SCUBE-ICT and 
EXTEND ς will be applied (in particular for the specific activities in Ukraine, Belarus, Armenia) in order to  
increase the benefit for the joint EU ς EECA  research from the support actions of three projects.

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Executive summary  
Information and awareness raising campaign represents one of the key pillars of the project. Corresponding 
to the largest (external) circle of the project concept, a continuous information and awareness raising 
campaign is a transversal element covering all 9 countries addressed by the ISTOK-SOYUZ project.   

 
 
 
The purpose of the revised Awareness Raising and Dissemination Plan (V2) is to provide a formal planning 
document at month 15 of the project, to focus the dissemination activity for the remaining months.

Responsibilities

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1. Introduction  
 
 
The ISTOK-SOYUZ project, based on the sound outcomes and lessons learnt of ISTOK.Ru project www.istok-
ru.eu implemented in Russia in 2006-2008, expands ISTOKΩ experience to the Eastern Europe & Central Asia 
countries, identifying and promoting visibility of mutual EU- EECA countries RTD potential and collaboration 
opportunities.   
 
ISTOK-SOYUZ is an International cooperation support action which aims to reproach the ICT researchers 
from Europe and Eastern Europe and Central Asia and to foster joint collaboration opportunities.  

 

ISTOK-SOYUZ promotes the EU ICT programme, raising awareness about benefits of mutual collaboration 
and identifying ICT landscape and strategic priorities for collaboration between the European Union and the 
Eastern Europe and Central Asia. ISTOK-SOYUZ intends to expand the EU-Russian ICT research community to 
the community in the targeted countries through the opening of an ISTOK competence platform for these 
countries and implementing pilot actions aiming to increase the visibility of cooperation opportunities. The 
strong outcome of the project is hands-on support and specific funding for the teams in order to increase 
the number of ICT partnerships between Europeans researchers and researchers from Russia, Ukraine, 
Belarus, Armenia, and Kazakhstan. The project activities are implemented in collaboration with national 
stakeholders and other co-operation projects in view of exploiting synergies and maximising impact.   

Disseminating knowledge and results is a crucial part of a project like ISTOK-SOYUZ, as in order to be 
successful it is important to raise awareness about the objectives of the project and attract interest from ICT

The current document is a revision of the first version of the Awareness Raising and Dissemination Plan 
which was produced at Month 3 of the project with the purpose of providing a strategy for using and 
disseminating knowledge throughout the project and to complement what had been already described in 
the DoW. The initial plan highlighted the key messages, potential audiences, roles and responsibilities, the 
methods of communication to be used and measures for success.

2. Responsibilities for the Dissemination Activity

In order for the project to be successful it is vital that the results achieved, methodology developed and the 
studies carried out by the ISTOK-SOYUZ partners are promoted in the countries that are involved in the 
project, reaching both local ICT R&D communities and decision makers. Being the topics explored by ISTOK-
SOYUZ of general importance it is envisaged that the studies, databases, methodology developed and the

is interesting in establishing ICT FP7 partnerships between researchers from Europe and targeted countries 
and also in developing cooperation strategies in ICT R&D sphere.  
 
The roles and responsibilities of the project partners were defined in the first three months of the project 
and consolidated in the following months. RTTN as the leading partner coordinates the dissemination 
activities, as described in the initial version of the Dissemination Plan; inno AG with the support of all the 
partners is responsible for keeping the project web site up-to-date.  
All the partners, using the PR material produced at the very beginning of the project are in charge of 
disseminating the project at local ς ǘƘŜƛǊ ŎƻǳƴǘǊȅΩ - level, which also include getting in touch with the right 
decision makers in their country. 
 
The partners involved work closely with RTTN in order to provide inputs for all the dissemination activities 
therefore playing an important role in disseminating information.  
 
The expected results that this ARDP aims to achieve are:  
 
ω to achieve visibility for the project and its findings across EU and EECA countries;  
ω to promote the view that  mutual collaboration between EU and EECA countries ICT communities is 

the benefit for all the parties involved;  
ω to raise awareness about the possibility to increase visibility of cooperation opportunities and build 

ICT FP7 partnerships between researchers from Europe and targeted countries;  
ω to raise awareness about the importance and role of co-operation strategies and approaches in the 

field of ICT R&D with addressed countries amongst key stakeholders.

The ISTOK-SOYUZ internal call was announced on 15th of April, 2009 with the deadline on 1 June, 2009.  In 
April-May a wide information campaign was run in the EECA target countries promoting both the internal 
call and project as a whole. 

Information campaign was held by the project partners in their own countries. They combined the wide 
variety of different dissemination tools: 

¶ Presentation of information at kick-off meetings, external actions  with the target audience of the 
call; 

¶ Placing information on the call at own and national web-sites;  

¶ Address e-mail messages with information on the call;  

¶ Publication the information in national mass media for the wide range of readers;   

¶ Dissemination of the first Newsletter of the project (with information on the project and the call);

Wide information campaign implemented in the framework of the call organization was one of the key

5.8. Networking and brokerage events  

 
At least four networking and brokerage events with at least 100 participants altogether (i.e. 25 
participants per event in average) - key pillars of the project ς planned in the initial plan for the whole 
proƧŜŎǘΩ ǇŜǊƛƻŘ  to channel the information about collaboration opportunities into and out of the target 
countries, and to provide an opportunity to partners from Europe and from the 5 targeted countries (Russia, 
Ukraine, Belarus, Armenia, and Kazakhstan) to meet each other and to discuss possible research activities 
with potential partners interested in similar areas of work and joint FP7 submission.  
 
The First Networking and Brokerage event (Delegation Tour in Russia) was organised in Moscow in June 2009 
(M6). SCUBE-ICT, the clustering project, sent Belarus participants to this event. The First Training event 
linked to the Delegation Tour was organised in Russia in June 2009 (linked to the Delegation Tour) (M6). 8 EU 
specialists took part in the delegation tour. The overall number of participants for the two events was 73. As 
a result, 4 ICT R&D proposals were submitted after this event.

8. Conclusion 
 

The dissemination and awareness raising activities started immediately at the beginning of the project. 
ISTOK-SOYUZ web site contains some useful information about what the objective of the projects, the 
deliverable produced and what has been achieved. Most of the information is publicly available, with the 
exclusion of a few documents, which are not meant to be distributed to a general audience and that are only 
available on the private area of the project. 
 
The dissemination activity is indeed a key activity of the project. A lot of work has been done by the ISTOK-
SOYUZ partners. The implication of the partners differs however from country to country, who advances at
