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Abstract : 

The ISTOK-SOYUZ project organized an internal call for proposal in five targeted project countries of Eastern 
Europe and Central Asia (Armenia, Belarus, Kazakhstan, Russia and Ukraine). The aim of the call was to select 
at least 15 teams with strongest ICT R&D collaboration potential from the five targeted countries, and to 
provide them with personalized hands-on support in order to increase number of ICT partnerships under FP7.  
 
The ISTOK-SOYUZ internal call was announced on 15th of April, 2009 with the deadline on 15 June, 2009. In 
April-May a wide information campaign was run in the EECA target countries. The information about the 
ISTOK-SOYUZ project and the internal call was presented for more then 2 000 ICT specialists in the target 
countries. As a result, 45 applications were submitted for the call (28 from Russia, 7 from Ukraine, 6 from 
Belarus and 4 from Kazakhstan). The call evaluation committee examined applicants and selected 16 teams as 
winners. Hands-on support for these teams was given by ISTOK-SOYUZ experts. They helped winners to 
submit 8 proposals for the 5th ICT Call.   
 
The Deliverable 4.6 includes the description of the methodology of the call, key criteria for the ǘŜŀƳǎΩ 
selection, results of submission and evaluation of applications, call results and teams competences. In the end 
of the Deliverable short information about hands-on support for the selected ICT R&D teams is presented. 
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1. Context 

1.1.  Background 
 

The ISTOK-SOYUZ project is a special support action co-funded by the Seventh Framework Programme 
(FP7) of the European Commission ǳƴŘŜǊ άLƴŦƻǊƳŀǘƛƻƴ ŀƴŘ /ƻƳƳǳƴƛŎŀǘƛƻƴ ¢ŜŎƘƴƻƭƻƎƛŜǎέ Work 
Programme (ICT WP) aims to reproach the ICT researchers from Europe and Eastern Europe and Central 
Asia and to foster joint collaboration opportunities. 

The ISTOK-SOYUZ project, based on the sound outcomes and lessons learnt of ISTOK.Ru project 
(www.istok-ru.eu) implemented in Russia in 2006-2008, expanded ISTOK experience to the Eastern 
Europe and Central Asia (EECA) countries, identifying and promoting visibility of mutual research and 
technological development potential and collaboration opportunities. 

The main project objectives are: 
ς to promote the ICT programme of European Union (EU), raise awareness about benefits of 

mutual collaboration and identify ICT landscape and potential for R&D ICT collaboration 
between European Union and all 12 addressed countries of EECA; 

ς expand EU-Russian ICT research community to 4 other targeted countries (Ukraine, Belarus, 
Armenia and Kazakhstan) through opening of ISTOK competence platform to these countries 
and implementing pilot actions as well as networking & brokerage events aiming to increase 
visibility of cooperation opportunities; 

ς to provide support to the R&D teams from Russia, Ukraine, Belarus, Armenia, and Kazakhstan 
(target EECA countries for ISTOK-SOYUZ project) in order to increase number of ICT FP7 
partnerships between researchers from Europe and targeted countries. 

According to ISTOK-wǳ ǇǊƻƧŜŎǘΩǎ ŦƛƴŘƛƴƎǎ, there are important barriers relevant to the promotion of FP7 
ς ICT in Russia, which is also typical for other EECA countries such as: 
ς difficulties for the non-9¦ ǇŀǊǘƴŜǊǎ ƛƴ ǳƴŘŜǊǎǘŀƴŘƛƴƎ ŎŀƭƭǎΩ requirements; 
ς willingness of the Russian partners to lead the technical part and disagreement of EU 

coordinators on this issue; 
ς wrong approaches to partner search (push of the technology idea instead of promoting 

coƳǇŜǘŜƴŎŜǎΧύ. 

However, in spite of these barriers, the strong potential for ICT R&D collaboration between 
organisations in the targeted EECA countries and EU partners is regularly confirmed. To leverage this 
potential: 
ς benefits of collaboration with European partners needs to be widely communicated; 
ς information about collaboration opportunities needs to be widely diffused; 
ς lessons learnt and potential problems ς ǎǳŎƘ ŀǎ άƳƛǎǎƛƴƎ ǘƘŜ ǘƻǇƛŎ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ Ŏŀƭƭέ ς need to be 

known;

ς customized hands-on support for ICT R&D teams in the targeted countries need to be 

intensified; 
ς success stories and partnerships need to be increased. 

To address these needs, the ISTOK-SOYUZ team launched an internal call for proposals in Russia, 
Ukraine, Belarus, Armenia, and Kazakhstan

1.2.  The internal call objectives 
 
As stated in the «Description of Work», one of the key results of the project is the establishment at least 
20 partnerships (FP7 proposals) between R&D teams from the EU and the five targeted EECA countries. 

The internal call is one of the 
ISTOK-SOYUZ ǇǊƻƧŜŎǘΩǎ tools for 
identifying R&D teams that 
need customized hands-on 
support for participation in FP7, 
searching partners and 
establishment of international 
partnerships. Key project tools 
bringing together potential 
partners that would need 
hands-on support are 
presented on Figure 1.   

The call was a primary activity 
of the project that started in 
April 2009. 

The general objective of the 
ISTOK-SOYUZ internal call for 
proposal was to select at least 
15 teams with stronger ICT R&D 
collaboration potential from 
the five targeted countries of 
EECA, and to provide them with 
personalized hands-on support 

in order to increase number of ICT partnerships under FP7.  

For achieving this objective the following specific objectives were formulated:  

 to organize work of internal call support team; 

 to organize support of the project partners; 

 to elaborate a vision of the R&D teams that can be participants of the internal call and criteria 
for their selection; 

 to develop an application pack for the call participants including application form, guide for 
applicants and other documentations necessary for call running; 

 to agree methodology and approaches of the call with relevant national ICT stakeholders; 

 to organize a wide public call information campaign and submitting of applications in the 
target EECA countries; 

 to organize consultancy support of applicants;  

 to evaluate the applications and select R&D teams with strongest ICT R&D collaboration 
potential for further their hands-on support.    
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2. Methodology  

 

According to the formulated objective the ISTOK-SOYUZ internal call should select R&D teams with 
competence and potential to participate in FP7 in consortium with European partners; those teams 
should need a support in the call from the Project.  

The ISTOK-SOYUZ internal call was common for the EECA target countries. It was held at the national 
level by the flowing partners: 

 ICT Educational and Research Center of the Yerevan State University (YSU ICT) ς Armenia; 

 Innovation Association Akademtechnopark - Republican Centre for Technology Transfer 
(RCTT) ς Belarus;  

 JSC National Innovation Fund (NIF) ς Kazakhstan;  

 Russian Technology Transfer Network (RTTN) and Institution of the Russian Academy of 
Sciences Institute for System Programming of RAS (ISP RAS) ς Russia; 

 ¢ŜŎƘƴƻƭƻƎȅ .ǳǎƛƴŜǎǎ LƴŎǳōŀǘƻǊ άYƘŀǊƪƻǾ ¢ŜŎƘƴƻƭƻƎƛŜǎέ (TBI) ς Ukraine. 

Russian Technology Transfer Network and inno-AG ς the companies with great experience of 
participation in FP6 and FP7 projects ς acted as the Coordinator of that internal call.  

The specialists of European partner ς inno-AG company furthered to effective solution the problems of 
searching partners in EU and realization of hands-on support for the winners. 

The main blocks of methodology and time table of the ISTOK-SOYUZ internal call are presented on the 
Figure 2.  The blocks are described in details below. 

 

 

 

 

2.1.  Internal call support team 
 
The first step of call organization was formation of an internal call support team (ST). The ST main tasks 
were: 

 to elaborate key call criteria for teams selection;  

 to develop  a call application pack; 

 to  run a call information campaign in five target EECA countries; 

 to provide on-line support of call applicants; 

 to collect submitted applications. 

Main blocks of the ISTOK-SOYUZ internal call 
methodology 
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The ST was formed in February (2nd month of the project). All project partners appointed one or two 
representative to the ST. The final team staff consisted of:

The ST worked in remote mode. Meetings were held on-line by Skype. Exchange of information 
was realized by e-mails and internal information platform ISTOK-SOYUZ. 

 

2.2.  Key criteria for the teams selection 
 

The support team had to determine the profile of potential participants (R&D teams) of the call. It was 
important for elaboration of call criteria.  

During discussion the ST members agreed that following teams could be considered as internal call 
applicants: 

 Teams with motivation on participation in the 5 and/or 6 ICT FP7 Calls. As at the period of 
the internal call the FP7 ICT Work Programme 2009-2010 was being realized, in the frames 
of the call it should be selected the teams oriented to participate in 5-th (announce ς July, 
2009) and 6-th IĆ  (announce ς December, 2009) calls and with competence adequate to 
their issues.  

 Teams ready for international cooperation are the teams with knowledge of ICT 
international market as a part of their own business ς ICT technologies. Those teams 
should know about EU teams ς leaders in the same science-technical sphere and have 
work connections with such teams. 

 Teams with the interest to join the existent European consortiums with their ICT R&D 
competences ς the teams with competence in ICT sphere and of high science-technical 
level. 

 Teams in need of relevant partner (-s) and/or coordinator for an international consortium 
ς the teams which may suggest their own ideas for collective solution of the ˩ ˿problems 
in ICT sphere. 

 Teams in need of hands-on support which might be provided by the ISTOK-SOYUZ project. 

Two groups of criteria and weights for evaluation of applications were elaborated by the ST in 
agreement with the team vision formulated above:  

The main group included the following criteria:  
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 ǘŜŀƳΩǎ level of ICT R&D qualification and experience of participation in international 
projects (weight = 0,3) 

 ǘŜŀƳΩǎ Ǿƛǎƛƻƴ ƻŦ 9¦ ǘŜŀƳǎκƻǊƎŀƴƛȊations working in the same areas and demonstrating 
own competences could be interesting for EU partners (weight = 0,3) 

 correspondence of ǘŜŀƳΩǎ competences with topics of FP7 ICT Calls 5 and/or 6 (weight = 
0,2) 

 ǘŜŀƳΩǎ existent potential partners from EU for FP7 ICT Calls 5 and/or 6 (weight = 0,1) 

 ǘŜŀƳΩǎ comprehension what kind of support is needed from ISTOK-SOYUZ project (weight 
= 0,1). 

The total weight of all criteria was equal = 1,0. 

Call proposal for every criterion may be estimated by the scale from 0 to 2: 

 2 - Full correspondence with criteria 

 1 - Partly correspondent with criteria 

 0 - No correspondence with criteria 

The additional pool of crƛǘŜǊƛŀ ǘƘŀǘ ǿŜǊŜƴΩǘ ōŜŜƴ estimated: 

 level and experience of participation in national ICT R&D projects  

 available ideas for ICT Calls 5-6. 

The applications of the call participants had to include sufficient information to evaluate on these 
criteria. 
 

2.3.  Application pack 
 

The next significant step toward running the call was development of an Application pack. The ST 
developed: 

 Information letter for applicants (in Russian) ς see Appendix 5.1 ς this letter was oriented 
for the potential participants of the call and included brief information on the call aims 
and objectives: who may participate, terms of the call and contacts. 

 Application Form (in English) ς see details in 3.3.1 section and Appendix 5.2. Structure 
and content of Application Form was designed in accordance to the elaborated criteria. 
Applicants should represent the information on their team and organization(s) 
represented by the team, competence that may be useful to participate in FP7 ICT, 
submitted idea of a project and requested support from ISTOK-SOYUZ project. 

 Guidelines for participants of ISTOK-SOYUZ project call (in Russian) ς see details in 3.3.2 
section and Appendix 5.3. It included short information about ISTOK-SOYUZ project, 
description of the call objectives, rules and criteria, explanations how fill in the 
application form. 

The following documents were prepared as an Appendix: 

 ICT Taxonomy (was elaborated in ISTOK-Ru project and adopted for ISTOK-SOYUZ project)

The Guideline for Applicants was designed in Russian as for potential participants, from EECA countries, 
Russian is an universal language which may accurately represent objectives and tasks of the call. At the 
same time the Application form was designed and should fill by Applicants in English to be further 
estimated by European experts.     
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The prepared Pack was coordinated with the national stakeholders interested in the ISTOK-SOYUZ 
project results with an aim to involve them into the project realization. The work was made with the 
following stakeholders:

The prepared Application Pack was approved and had no significant changes.

2.4.  Information campaing 
 

The ISTOK-SOYUZ internal call was announced on 15th of April, 2009 with the deadline on 1 June, 2009.  

In April-May a wide information campaign was run in the EECA target countries. The main objectives of 
the information campaign were as follows: 

 Improve information on the project ISTOK-SOYUZ realization and its resources.  

 Attract attention to the internal call running.  

 Identify R&D teams which possess of competence and potential to participate in FP7 and 
need for support from the ISTOK-SOYUZ project. 

The following target audiences were chosen:  

 ICT-specialists working in sphere of ICT development; 

 IT-companies and scientific-research organizations, laboratories and universities with R&D 
teams carrying out research in ICT sphere.   

Information campaign was held by the project partners in their own countries. They had the following 
tasks: 

 Presentation of information at kick-off meetings, external actions  with the target 
audience of the call; 

 Placing information on the call at own and national web-sites;  

 Address e-mail messages with information on the call;  

 Publication the information in national mass media for the wide range of readers;   
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 Dissemination of the first Newsletter of the project (with information on the project and 
the call);  

 Insertion of information on the call into own News Letter;  

 Collection of incoming call applications.  

The information about the ISTOK-SOYUZ project and the internal call was presented for more then 2 000 
ICT specialists in the target countries. For the campaign various instruments and channels for 
information dissemination were used by all partners of the project. They are following: 

 

 Emails were sent to more then 1 500 ICT specialists and experts, 430 ICT SMEs, 50 R&D 
organizations and 35 Universities from five target countries of the project:

 In Russia: distribution was realized to the Russian ICT- experts, registered on the ISTOK-Ru 
project competence platform (more than 1 000 addresses), 26 centers-participants of the 
Gate2RuBIN project supporting their clients in participation in FP7 (see list 
http://www.gate2rubin.ru/rubin), 68 addresses of centers-participants RTTN (see list 
http://www.rttn.ru/partners ),  

 In Ukraine:  information on the call was sent through the base TBI (70 ς ICT- experts and 
30 key organizations relating to ICT), members of Kharkov Business Association (about 
100), members of Network of Ukraine SMEs (about 200), members of Ukrainian
