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8. Lessons learad

The ISTOSOYUZ expertanalyzedthe experience gained during hands support of the EECA
teams. The main conclusions are the following:

1 Several supported teams proposed a number of different topics for the collaborative projects. This
somehow confused the European partners.

o Itis recommended to the EECA teams to address only one or two subjects covered by the
call, in order to focus on specific skills. Indeed, the more fields are addressed, the less
targeted is the hands on support.

1 A number of EECA teams were not reactive to answer the email correspondence.

o It is recommended to be as quick as possible in thelyeto the European partners
especially during the final preparation period (eg. three weeks before the deadline of the
Call). Indeed, the reactivity of the EECA teams is an important issue, during a precious time
phase to build consortium.

1 Several teamslid not publish their profiles of the IDEART website, in spite of the numerous
suggestions from the ISTEBOYUZ project.

They are submitting a large number of FP7 proposals, but #re relatively reluctant to
investigate the collaboration potential of the EECA teams with low visibility (i.e. those that
are not well know in Europe). Smaller organisations, on the contrary, are very open for such
collaboration, but they submit muchde number of proposals. Once more, the importance
of the visibility of the EECA teams in Europe is the main question. Rustightly less
concerned by this issue, because of its long term ICT collaboration with Europe.
Organisations from other countriasthose that are relatively unknown in Europshall pay
much more attention to promote themselves in the European Union (IB&ERtonference
participation, etc).
